About Kumamoto

Kumamoto Prefecture, the home of Kumamoto University, is located in central Kyushu, surrounded by mountains.
The climate is relatively mild with the annual average temperature around 16°C, and a precipitation of 1500~
2400mm. The seasonal difference in temperatures is significant, for example it isn’t unusual for the temperature
to exceed 35°C in summer and fall below 0°C in winter.

Sightseeing Spots

Kumamoto University is located in the center of Kumamoto City. The city’s cultural facilities such as museums,
galleries and theaters as well as City Hall and sightseeing spots such as Kumamoto Castle, one of the 3 greatest
castles in Japan, can be easily reached by bicycle, in around 10 to 15 minutes. There are parks with greenery in
every corner of Kumamoto City, earning the city the name ‘Forest City’. Abundant groundwater provides all the
drinking water for the city. No other city in Japan can make such a claim. In addition, there are many impressive
sightseeing spots located just an hour’s drive away from the university, such as Mt. Aso which is one of the largest
calderas in the world, and the Amakusa archipelago, which boasts over 100 large and small islands.
