Japanese Language classes (General Education classes)

Undergraduate students, students in the Short-Term Exchange Program and students in the Japanese Studies
Program may enroll in most of these classes for academic credits. Other international students and also
researchers may also enroll and get grades in classes without receiving any academic credits for Japanese
classes.

Intensive Japanese course
This is Japanese classes for the Japanese Language Trainees of the Intensive Japanese Course for Japanese
Government Scholarship Students and the Teacher-Training Students.

This course is for international students and researchers of Kumamoto University and their spouses to learn basic
Japanese necessary to live in Japan. No academic credit offer.
