Moving out
At least one month prior to the date of moving out, submit a Notice of Moving Out to the International Student
Office or the International House office. Procedures for moving out shall be taken between 9:00 and 15:00 on

weekdays.

By the previous day of moving ouf

Clean your room and make sure no garbage is left. Separate garbage in accordance with the garbage separation
rules of Kumamoto City (see page 27).

[On the day of moving ouf]

After cleaning the room, have it inspected by the International House office. If the inspector sees no problem with
the room, your deposit money will be refunded.

Private Housing

Rent for private apartments generally range from 20,000 to 60,000 yen. When you move into one of these
apartment, you may need to pay “deposit money” (shikikin) and “key money” (reikin) as well as rent for the first
month. So essentially, you will need money up front equivalent to 2-5 month rent. Some of the deposit money may
be given back to you when you move out.

Kumamoto University CO-OP in Kurokami North Campus introduce some private apartments.

% Kumamoto University is offering an “institutional endorsement”. (see page 25)

Necessary procedures when moving out

1. Usually, you must inform the real estate agency (manager) of your apartment building of your intention to move out
at least one month in advance.
X Those who uses “institutional endorsement” and “comprehensive renter’s insurance” have to inform to the
International Student Office.

2. Notify the electric, water, and gas companies of your intention to move out 10 days before the day you plan to move

out. Be sure to pay all necessary electric, water, and gas expenses for till the time you move out.
3. After you have cleaned your room, be sure to have it inspected by the real estate agency (manager).
4. Confirm and make a payment which has to do before moving out with the real estate agency.

In addition to above, you may need the following procedures.

Moving out to the place in Kumamoto City (D Student)

1. Notify the post office of your new home address. The post office will forward mail from your old address to your new
address for a year without any fee.

2. Notify your address change to Kumamoto City Kuyakusho (Ward Office) and bank, etc.

% Those who uses “institutional endorsement” and “comprehensive renter’s insurance” need to notify to the
International Student Office, as well.

Moving out to the place in Japan (@ After graduation)

1. You need a guarantor and house insurance for new apartment leasing contract.

% Once you are not student because of graduating and job hunting, your institution endorsement and
comprehensive renter’s insurance are no longer effective!

2. Notify the post office of your new home address. The post office will forward mail from your old address to your new
address for a year without any fee.

3. Notify your address change to Kumamoto City Kuyakusho (Ward Office) and bank, etc.

Return to home country
1. Those who will be returning to their home country should go through the certain procedures (For details, see page 69).

Public Housing

Compared to private housing, public housing is popular among international students because of its rent fee. Rent
and the number of rooms in public housing depend on the location. You might not always be accepted for public
housing since there are usually a large number of applicants.

The application procedures differ depending on Prefecture and City. Please consult with the related offices.

Comprehensive Renter’'s Insurance for Foreign Students Studying in Japan

In Japan, a guarantor is usually required before you can move into a private apartment. However, for
international students, it may be difficult to find a guarantor. Purchasing this insurance, it makes easier to secure
a guarantor by easing the psychological and financial burdens placed on the person acting as guarantor. It is

limited for those guarantors are faculty members of Kumamoto University.

Important

When your student period is over (graduation, withdrawal), the insurance will expire automatically even during
the coverage period. At the same time, the institutional guarantee also expires. If you live in the same place for
employment after graduation, you need to report to the real estate company and the International Student Office
and switch to private insurance. Also, you need to find a new guarantor. If you fail to do this, it may lead to

trouble with the real estate company.

Garbage

Kumamoto City collects garbage separated into the following categories. How garbage is taken out is
determined based on the region in which you live.

Also, some area has a community group to manage garbage station. Observe designated times, days and
places for putting out garbage. Use authorized garbage bags and put out your garbage on the morning
of the designated day.

% If you put out your garbage out the previous day or night, cats, crows and other animals might tear to open
the bags and scatter the garbage. This in turn may cause trouble for your neighbors. Make sure to put out
your garbage on the morning of the designated day.

X If you violate the rules, you may be contacted by the University or the police and may be punished if the
situation is severe.
