Student ID

A student ID card proves that you are a Kumamoto University student.

You also need it when using the library or using computers on campus, issuing certificates, registering for courses,
etc., so that be careful not to lose it.

When and how you receive your student ID card will be informed at the orientation or by e-mail from the academic
affairs.

Course Registration
The registration method differs depending on the student status.

(Undergraduate - Graduate Students) »¢Regular students
Register by the course registration system, SOSEKI. To access SOSEKI, you need ID number, on the backside of
student ID card, and the initial password.

You can also check your grades on SOSEKI.

(Exchange Students (tokubetsu chokogakusei)) »Non-regular students
Course registration procedures will be explained in the survey of courses you wish to take prior to coming to our

university. Please follow the instructions to complete and submit the survey form.

(Exchange Research Students/ Non-degree Research Students) 3Non-regular students
No need to officially register for classes.
If you wish to audit a class, please obtain the permission of your academic advisor and the instructor of class. In

addition, please contact the academic affairs division of your deparment for the necessary procedures.
Issuarance of Certificate X Differs depending on the student status.

(Regular Degree-seeking Students)
You apply from "certificate issuance system" of Kumamoto University’s Portal. A six digit reference number will be
issued. Then, you will receive the certificate from the issuing machine of academic section of your faculty (10

machines in campus).

Tutor System
All international students, except credited Auditor, can take advantage of tutor system. The role of the tutor is to
support international students in terms of learning and living. The period for which you can take the tutor system

varies depending on the status of the international student.

Learning Support Help to understand lectures/specialized books; Use of campus facilities;
Assistance in preparing for graduate exam, etc.
Living Support Help to fill out the documents and to do procedures; Inform about events; Find the

apartment, etc.

In general, international students accepted in faculty/school are belonging to the faculty/school, and their tutors
are selected by each faculty/school. However, for Exchange Students (tokubetsu chokogakusei), namely Students
in Short-Term Exchange Program, and Students of Intensive Japanese Training, the International Student Office

recruit their tutors and do the necessary procedures.
