Part-time Job

Kumamoto University Co-op gives information on part-time jobs. Also you may find jobs, available for international
students, in magazine and Internet. Make sure that working a part-time job does not interfere your studies.

In addition, part-time jobs that is contrary to contemporary public morals (e.g. cabarets, love hotels, pinball parlors,
etc.) and engage in dangerous works cannot be performed.

Also, in order to do part-time work, you must obtain permit from the immigration bureau in advance. Kumamoto
University will not conduct the procedures for new international students of less than 1 month. (See page 59)
Short-Term Program students must consult with the International Student Office staff who is in charge of the
program.

If you wish to be employed by a Japanese company, you need to participate in seminars and internships from
June about a year before you graduate (3rd year of undergraduate, 1st year of master's degree), and improve
your skills such as self-analysis, corporate research, and prepare for written examination, and entry sheet writing.
And there are joint briefing session and company briefing session in March one year before graduation, and pre-
entry begins. As starting examinations and interviews in the middle of April, pre-job offering results will be
announced from following May.

Japanese language ability is very important for finding a job in Japan. Even if you have not decided clearly, if
you have the possibility of wanting to get a job in Japan, try to challenge the qualifications such as the Japanese
Language Proficiency Test as soon as possible.

Unlike other countries, it is often the case that it is too late to wish to find a job in Japan near graduation.
Please consult with the Career Services Division early, and have enough preparation time.

If you have a job in Japan, or if you want to do job hunting after graduation, be sure your visa status of residence.
