Extension of Period of Stay

International students cannot stay in Japan beyond their period of stay. However, if your studies do not end within
this period, and you need to continue living in Japan, you may apply for renewing your period of stay.

You can apply for renewal three months before the expiration date.

Permit for Part-Time Employment

When international students engage in part-time work, you need to apply for permission from the immigration
bureau. The application form is available at the International Student Office. (Since international students are here
for the purpose of study and research, to get used to campus life, please start looking for a part-time job one month
after admission)

If you receive permission, you are able to work for up to 28 hours a week. You may work for up to 8 hours per
day (up to 40 hours a week) during vacation periods in summer, winter and spring. Please be aware that
international students are prohibited from engaging in part-time work that is contrary to contemporary public morals
(e.g. cabarets, pinball parlors, love hotels, etc.) and dangerous works.

Certificate of Eligibility (to apply for “Student” visa)

Students who will enroll in Japanese university need to apply for a “Certificate of Eligibility”.
After applying, it will take at least one month to issue a certificate.

If you do not enter Japan within 3 months of certificate issuance, the Certificate will be invalid.

You need to take
care of all procedures in Japanese, for example, to take your family member to a doctor and/or to let them enroll
in elementary schools, nursery schools or kindergartens. Before having your family stay with you in Japan, you
need to consider this and discuss with your supervisor to put together a precise research schedule.

When your family member or friend comes to Japan as a tourist or a short-term visitor, please inform them to buy

a travel insurance before traveling to Japan. Recently, many uninsured tourists/visitors happen to have a sudden
iliness or injury after arriving in Japan, having much troubles with payment of the medical fees incurred in Japan.

Temporary Leave and Re-entry Permits

Foreigners in possession of a valid passport and residence card who will be re-entering Japan within 1 year of
their departure to continue their activities, will, in principle, not be required to apply for a re-entry permit.

— At the time of departure, please inform to the immigration officer that your plan to re-entry to Japan.

X If your period of stay expires within 1 year after your departure, please ensure that you re-enter Japan
before the expiration of your period of stay!! You are not able to apply for extension of period of stay
outside Japan.

e.g.) If you leave Japan on March 1, 2024, and your stay expires on April 25, 2024, you need to return to Japan
by April 25 and apply for the extension.

»Be sure to hold your Residence Card along with your passport upon arrival and departure.

Re-entry Permit

If you leave Japan for 1 year or longer, you need to apply for re-entry permit. If you leave Japan without obtaining
a re-entry permit, the status of residence and period of stay permitted for you shall lapse.

—Before leaving Japan, be sure to apply for re-entry permit at the immigration bureau.

X As it may take time, be sure to apply in good time.

Procedures of Leaving Japan and After Graduation
You have to go through various procedures when returning home from graduation or leaving school.
Please be sure to check the following by the day of your return.

Pre-departure Checklist

O Cancel your contract with the electricity, water and gas (by a few weeks before) and pay
the due utility charges (by the last day)
Inform the real estate company of your moving date (more than 1 month before)
Pay a final rent (by the last day)
Close your bank account (a few days before)
Cancel your contract with the mobile phone company and pay a final bill. (approx. 1 month
before)
Submit the notification of moving out to the Ward Office. Return your National Health
Insurance card and cancel the National Pension Plan and settle your accounts. (a few
days before)
Cancel overseas travel insurance and other insurances. (a few weeks before)

Cancel registration of “Theft Prevention” of bicycle (a few days before)

Do necessary procedures for disposal/name chance of vehicle (a few weeks before)
Cancel other contracts, such as internet and TV, and pay final bill. (a few weeks before)

3 Exchange students need to request a copy of transcript to the academic affairs of their
belonging department. (a few weeks)

Return your student ID (by the last day)

Return your Residence Card to the immigration official at the airport when leaving Japan.

X If a transfer to a bank account or a withdrawal of payment (telephone bill, etc.) is scheduled, please ask your
friend to cancel after completion. In this case, you need to receive a "Request Form for Cancellation of Account”
and “Letter of Attorney” from your bank, fill in the necessary items, and ask your friends.

When you graduate or leave Kumamoto University, your visa status of “Student” will end even though the residence
card is still due. You need to prepare for returning home.

If you remain in Japan for employment, etc. change your visa status promptly (see page 61). Students who lives
in private apartment are requested to clean your room, dispose of any garbage and remove all furniture and
equipment. Check your garbage calendar to plan well before moving (see page 25).

When studying/transferring to another schools in Japan

If you enroll to another school in Japan after leaving Kumamoto University, you are requested to go to the Regional
Immigration Bureau within 14 days, or submit “Notification of the Accepting Organization”. The form is also
available at the Immigration Bureau webpage. You can have a form from International Students Office(see page

17 ®).
